What is involved?  

 You will be part of a small ‘working group’, with some other young people, to help 
us come up with tools for exploring these worlds.  

 A researcher will then meet with you one-on-one, and using the tools that the 
working group came up with, ask you to give them a tour of the worlds you have 
created for your self and/or with your peers.
